United States speak English (about 300 million), which makes it the country’s de
facto (in practice, instead of in law) official language. Although there are no laws
stating that English is the official language at the federal level, 31 states have their
own laws proclaiming it as the official language on the state level, which usually just
means it has to be used for government communications. There may be no official
language, but there are at least 350 different languages spoken in the United States.
After English, the top five in terms of native speakers are Spanish, Chinese (including
Cantonese, Mandarin and other varieties), French (and French Creole), Tagalog and

Vietnamese. Note: this list is likely to change after the 2020 Census.
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
